Forensic Chemistry at a Community College

In 2000, Prince George’s Community College (PGCC) initiated a program in forensic sciences for students who wish to begin their studies in a two-year college and later transfer to a four-year institution to complete a baccalaureate. As part of the program, a course in forensic chemistry was developed in AY 2002-2003 to train sophomores in the use of instruments in forensic analyses.  A 15-experiment lab manual was developed for the course, and students are guided by the manual in learning how to use five instruments that find extensive use by scientists in crime labs. An overview of the forensics program at PGCC will be presented, followed by a discussion on how the forensic chemistry course fits into the overall program and how the course is organized and presented to students.
